In the early 2000s, Adventure Music became the indie label most likely to turn, well,
adventurous world music listeners in the U.S. on to the best legendary and up-and-
coming talents in Brazil. A wildly rhythmic multi-keyboardist who sizzles from the
first lightning quick note of the opening title track, Philippe Baden Powell may be
making his debut here, but he boasts a solid pedigree. He’s the son of legendary
Brazilian guitarist Baden Powell, from whom he learned the basics of composition,
harmony, and improvisation. He later studied with masters like Sonia Maria Viera,
Luiz Avellar, Antonio Adolfo and Edson Elias, and in his 28 years, has played with a
multitude of greats (Flora Purim, Airto Moreira, Seu George, Marcelo D2). After the
frenetic title track, he mellows out for the seductive, midtempo «For Her to Dance »
a wondrous showcase for his lyrical, acoustic piano style. «Myke’s Mood» takes
this vibe into a multitude of moods for a spirited and soulful ride with Mike Ryan’s
muted trumpet. But keyboards are just the beginning for Powell, who spices the dark
hypnotic chords of «Sango» with turns on the melodica and soprano sax. There’s
also a playful ode to his newly adopted home of Paris on the quirky and romantic
«Rafaela’s Song,» which mixes piano rumblings with zippy mandolin runs. The
most impressive element of Powell’s intro

Most of the
titles are bilin-
gual, but the
music of Philippe Baden Powell whispers elo-
quently throughout Estrada De Terra/Dirt Road
without the encumbrance of language. Brazilian
references are apparent from the opening of the
title track, which purrs along in 7/8 with Powell
skimming above a percolating bass-and-bongo
groove. His Fender Rhodes electric piano, along
with Carlos Malta’s chuffing effects on flute,
sets a mid-"60s mood.

The retro mood continues, along with the
time-signature exotica, on “For Her To Dance,”
whose verses unfold in 11/8 over a gently clus-
tered piano figure and then ease into four on the
choruses. Pat Metheny’s Wichita Falls echoes
here, in the wordless unison of voice and instru-
mental melody; the folk-inflected piano evokes
the writing as well as phrasing of the young
Keith Jarrett. The 7/8 meter is revisited on
“Boarding Gate 6,” in the same framework of
muted dynamics and medium tempos. On
“Sangd” the meter cranks up a notch, to 9/8,

to the world music masses is his effortless
mood swinging, from crazy and energetic to
graceful, low-key solo piano expressions like
«The Saint-Louis Island.» Estrada de Terra
is one dirt road with a lot of unexpected and
inspired twists and turns.

though by paring the first part of the tune
down to piano and hi-hat, with no bass
adding its weight, Powell keeps the feel
light and allows himself room to comp
with some spontaneity.

The slower tunes emit a pastoral vibe,
evident in Powell’s unaccompanied
piano piece “The Saint-Louis Island™
and “On The Edge Of The Lake” his
duet with guitarist Diego Figueireda.
Both tracks build slightly, the former
through pointed dissonances empha-

sized in brief but spirited rhythmic episodes, and
the latter by a shift from 4/4 in the verses to a
slightly more urgent 6/8 in the choruses.

Dirt Road winds through an autumnal land-
scape. No fireworks flare in this grey sky; where
less thoughtful pianists might attack the solo
episode toward the end of “Good Evening,
Zoara” as a flashy cadenza, Powell achieves a
subtler excitement by referencing the ambling
funk of the theme simply, with little elaboration.

«Many classic elements from four decades of
music by Baden Powell, one of the greatest
Brazilian guitarists, are represented with
modern arrangements in AfroSambalazz:

The Music of Baden Powell. The album was
spearheaded by pianist Mario Adnet and
Baden Powell’s son, Philippe Baden Powell. The
whole album is an easy listen. The tracks are all
smooth and upbeat while adding passion from
their arrangements.

There are several songs that showcase strong
individual solos, the piano of Philippe being
one of the most noteworthy. «Berimabau» is
powerful and the piano plays well with the
saxophone; he seamlessly goes from solo back
into the melody of the song. The energetic
«Ritmo Afro» has a beautiful piano section
provided by Marcos Nimrichter. It's quick and
intricate.

I'm a little disappointed that the guitar aspect
of many of the arrangements aren't as strong
as the saxophone, piano, and flute, seeing how
Baden Powell was so well known for it. If one
is looking for strong guitar solos, «Nhem Nhem
Nhem» is your best shot. The solo from the
seven-string guitar is deceptively simple, yet
elegant.

One of the strongest songs on the album is
«Caxanga de Oxala.» The song is a light upbeat
Samba tempo, and different instruments come
in and play with the melody without conflicting
with each other, leaving layers of beautiful
harmonies. The song magically slows down in
sections and snaps right back to the original
tempo with creative use of different instrument
solos as the transitions back. By the end of the
song there are so many elements that built

up the simplistic melody that it becomes a
masterpiece.

Also notable are two lament songs. «Lamento
de Exu» brings images of a film noir: smokey,
dimly lit streets of a big city and then walking
into a jazz club. It has a catchy Afro-samba style
to it. On the other hand, «Lamento de Preto
Velho» is smoother and the flute solos are
superb.

Although there aren’t many vocally led songs, |
appreciate how the singers that are presented stay
true to the genre. As part of the «Yansan Suite,»
«Canto de Yansan» has vocals from Maucha
Adnet that remind me of the airy styles of Astrud
Gilberto. In «Canto de Yemanja» I'm reminded of
the warm and deep vocals of Yma Sumac.

The tracks are ordered seamlessly, making this

album very easy to listen to from beginning to
end. The tempos have enough variation that
while the songs are all Brazilian Jazz, each have
their own unique character. All of the songs

are the correct length where one doesn't grow
tired and want to skip ahead; the best example
comes from the beautiful transitions from
«Yansan Suite» to the last track «Domingo de
Ramos.» The final lyrics seamlessly blend right
into the final track. «Yansan Suite,» which is
more in a vignette style, is short but packed
with content. It would have been nice to have
«Yansan Suite» as separate tracks; noted as as
part of a trilogy for people who would put the
music on playlists, for example.

AfroSambalazz is faithful to the music of Baden
Powell. The album is an essential for anyone
who appreciates Afro Sambas, Bossa Nova,

or Brazilian music. Each track shines from

the arrangement to the beautiful instrument

playing.»
